announced that Hong Kong photographer Desmond Pang is the winner of the Hong Kong 

National Award. 

 

Pang’s winning image “Salad days” was chosen as the single best photograph taken by a Hong 

Kong photographer entered into any of the ten Open categories of the 2015 Sony World 

Photography Awards, the world’s biggest photography competition. 

 

Pang, a keen amateur photographer who has just graduated and currently works in account 

servicing, has won a Sony Full-Frame Interchangeable Lens Mirrorless Camera α7II with E-

mount Carl Zeiss Vario-Tessar T* lens FE 16-35mm ZA OSS. His image will be shown as part 

of the 2015 Sony World Photography Awards exhibition at Somerset House, London from 24 

April – 10 May. 

Pang commented on the image: “It was not my plan to include these youngsters into my picture 

but they stayed there for long period of time so I captured them as a part of the photo to avoid 

missing the blue hour. I found it more harmony than simply showing the building.”
