Hong Kong, February 28, 2018 - The judges of the 2018 Sony World Photography Awards
today honor the work of seven Hong Kong and Hong Kong based photographers by shortlisting
and commending their photographs as the top 50 in the world in the Awards’ Professional and
Open competitions.

Produced by the World Photography Organisation, the Sony World Photography Awards is the
world’s most diverse photography competition. The 11th edition saw a record breaking 320,000
submissions by photographers from more than 200 countries and territories, presenting some of
the world’s finest contemporary photography captured over the past year. The international
